provide a natural filter for the 

water.  The river can some-

times become polluted with 

sewage overflow after heavy 

rains.   

The existing gardens are 

already attracting birds such 

as the black-crowned night 

heron and are boosting the 

dwindling number of Mon-

arch butterflies.  Common 

carp swimming in the gar-

dens use the river oasis for 

mating.  The new habitats 

are expected to attract 

snapping, painted, and mud 

turtles.   

I decided to share this with 

you as I hadnôt heard about 

it. 

Since the waterway in 

which itôs being installed 

isnôt natural, there are no 

riverbanks.  During the 19th 

century, the canal was 

carved and walled with con-

crete and metal as a pas-

sage for ships.  Now the 

edges of the new installa-

tions have to be anchored 

to keep them from floating 

away.  It is hoped that by 

2020, the canal will be 

home to birds, fish, trees, 

and mussels.  To accom-

plish that, the habitat is be-

ing built almost from 

scratch. 

The initial 1500 square feet 

of the park was installed in 

June 2017.  The final mile-

long floating eco-park will 

span almost the entire east 

side of Goose Island in the 

North Branch Canal of the 

Chicago River.  When com-

pleted in 2020, it will con-

tain floating gardens, for-

ests, wetlands, public walk-

ways and kayak access 

points.  The gardens are 

the beginning of a vision to 

turn the old industrial chan-

nel into a ówild mileô eco-

park of floating plants and 

wetlands that include public 

walkways and kayak piers. 

By the middle of 2018, new 

native plant gardens will float 

in the canal as the result of a 

partnership between the envi-

ronmental nonprofit and 

Shedd Aquarium.  Sheddôs 

river island will add 260 

square feet of native plants 

such as swamp rose mallow, 

marsh marigold, Dudleyôs 

rush, and queen-of-the-prairie 

to the 1500 square feet in-

stalled a year ago.  The hope 

is to restore the river to health 

and gain public support by 

proving that it can be done. 

The project will improve the 

water quality of both the canal 

and the river downstream.  It 

will diversify the surrounding 

habitat for wildlife and make 

the area more user friendly 

and inviting, prompting people 

to come to the banks of the 

river downtown to visit a 

booming Riverwalk.  

The floating modules are 

made of an inert growing me-

dium called coconut coir 

which is made from coconut 

husks rolled into tubes and 

then bound together with plas-

tic mesh and frames of stain-

less steel. 

A further benefit of the Wild 

Mile is that the submerged 

roots of the floating plants will

There is a 

lot more free time for gar-

dening in fall than in the 

Spring may be special, but 

fall is fine for planting 

turfgrass, spring-blooming 

bulbs, cool-season vegeta-

bles, perennials, trees, and 

shrubs. 

Fall has distinct planting 

benefits.  The cooler air 

temperatures are easier on 

both plants and gardeners.  

The soil is still warm, allow-

always frantic spring.  Plus, 

itôs bargain time at garden 

centers that are trying to 

sell the last of their invento-

ry before winter. 

Pests and disease prob-

lems also fade away in the 

fall.  You donôt need to ferti-

lize either.  The window for 

fall planting ends about six 

weeks before a hard frost.
